Japanese

@® Japanese uses Hiragana, Katakana and lots of Chinese characters (Kanji). Students learn 1006 Kanji
in the 6 years at elementary school. They also read stories, explanations and poems etc., as well as
practicing writing and discussion. From the 3rd grade, there is also calligraphy (using a brush and ink to
write).

@ Textbooks for the other subjects are also written using the kaniji that have been studied. If your child
doesn't know the kanji it will be difficult to progress in other subjects too. Both Hiragana and Katakana
are based on Kaniji characters; it's very interesting when you understand how it works. Parents, how
about studying with your children?

@ Basic addition and subtraction etc. are learnt in the 1st grade. Care should to be taken to learn the many
words used to count in Japanese (~tsu, ~hiki, ~nin, etc.).

@ Times tables are learnt in the 2nd grade. There is a specific Japanese chant that is repeated over and
over again. Please check that your child does it properly when given homework to practice the times
tables.

@ Students learn about the nature around them and how we are connected to it. For example, they plant
flowers and vegetables, make observations on the growth and harvest them. Your child is likely to bring
a potted plant home for the summer holidays, please help them study and look after it.

@® Fromthe 1st grade a systematic approach is taken to studying music through listening appreciation,
song and instrumental performances. 1st-2nd graders buy the piano-harmonica and the soprano
recorder is bought in the 3rd grade so that students can practice on their own instruments.

Physical Education

@ Basic sports skills and rules are studied through a variety of activities, rather than competition, in order
that each student can develop their fitness and stamina. In the summer there are also swimming lessons.
In the higher grades, some schools have ski trips.

Arts and Crafts

@ Students draw pictures, use a variety of materials to make their own 3D pieces and study familiar art
works. They make the most of their own sense of creativity and experience the pleasure of making
things.

I Getting to and from school

Most schools put children who live close to each other into groups so they can walk to school together. Each group
has a leader and a set time and place to meet before walking to school. In some areas, lower grade students also
walk home from school in these groups. It is not only for safety reasons, but also helps children develop their own
relationships, a sense of responsibility and cooperation. Also, you can have peace of mind that in most areas there

are safety patrols etc. by local residents during the children's school commute.

I Money

Every month you will receive a bill for school lunches, educational materials etc. (About 7,000 to 10,000 yen). As it
is not safe for children to carry cash, schools recommend using a bank transfer. Please check your bank balance

every month.

If it is difficult to meet the monthly payments, you can apply to your local government for a grant. The previous
year's parental income and household situation etc. are taken into account when considering grant payments. Please

ask the school for advice.

I PTA

In Japanese schools, parents also take part in educational activities through the PTA. While the child is a student at

school the parents take it in turns to hold PTA positions and do various jobs.

By taking part in PTA activities, parents are able to become more deeply involved with the school as well as
developing relationships with other parents. Through building a relationship of mutual trust and deeper understanding,
it may be possible to make new suggestions from a foreigner's point of view. Try not to hold back by saying "l don't
really understand..." or "l can't speak Japanese..." please take an active role in PTA activities in order to make our

children's education even better.

I @. Tell me about the Japanese education system.

=

There is a total of 9 years compulsory education in Japan; 6 years in elementary school and 3 years in junior high
school. After that, 98% of students take the entrance exams and go on to high school (usually 3 years), after high

school about 50% of students go on to university.

Student grade level is decided on according to how old they are as there are no grade retention tests in

compulsory education. It's important to take care, as students are moved up the grade levels even if they don't

understand what has been studied.

I ®. What are its good points?

=

Japanese schoolteachers have to graduate with a 4-year degree, take a teaching license and complete a strict
employment test. Teachers also have to regularly take part in teacher training and take courses etc. to renew

their license; there is an organized approach to improving their teaching skills. What's more, Toyama Prefecture
is known as an 'Educational Prefecture" (A prefecture passionate about education).

Nationally, Japan is actively making arrangements for a system to accept foreign children. Depending on the area,
there might be schools that have little experience and are not used to accepting foreign children. If there is
anything that you don't understand or that is bothering you, please don't hesitate to ask your local Board of

Education.
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I . What can | do if I'm not at home when my child returns home from school?

=

There is an after school hours childcare service (gakudohoiku), either at the school or in a nearby facility, for
children whose parents are not at home in the daytime.

The age of children accepted and the times when childcare is available will depend on the area. Parents are
recommended to use this service if they cannot be home before their children because of work etc. Application is

necessary and there is a fee for this service.

I . We don't speak Japanese...

My child can't speak Japanese

=

In Toyama Prefecture, Foreign Advisors are employed and sent several times a week to schools with children
who cannot speak Japanese. However, because their hours are limited it is also recommended that use be made

of the local Japanese classes run by volunteers and study support classes for foreigners. Intensive instruction in

the early days is also important in order to adapt to school life.

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I @ What to do if your child can't keep up with schoolwork?

=  Foreign Advisors are employed in schools to help children who have difficulty with
Japanese. They help students study in normal classroom lessons, and teach lessons in an easy to understand

way in a separate classroom. However, Foreign Advisors are not always in school.

=  The most important thing is not taking time off school. If school is missed, lessons move on and it's easy to end
up not understanding what's going on. In order to really remember things, it's also important to keep practicing
what's been learnt before it's forgotten. It's a waste if what has been studied is forgotten while taking time off.
Please try not to let your children take time off school easily.

= Please think carefully about when and how long to take trips overseas. Whenever possible please try to find ways
for children not to miss lessons, for example, by using the summer holidays (about 40 days).

= |f your child is still having trouble keeping up with lessons, go to your local volunteer-run Japanese classes or the

study support classroom.

I ®. We have to move suddenly!

Moving in Japan

= |et the teachers at school know as soon as possible if you have to move within Japan. Please let the teacher
know when your child will leave school and when they will start at their new school, along with your new address

and school name so that the transfer paperwork etc. can be sent.

Moving overseas

= Please try to let the school know as soon as possible so that the necessary paperwork can be prepared to show
what has been studied in Japan, this takes from 2 weeks to 1 month. You will need to take your child's school

report and school certificate (complete with the Ministry of Foreign Affairs official seal) to the consulate in order to

get them authenticated. You will need to pay for postage and administrative costs.

I ®. My child's been injured at school!

=  Schools recommend that all students join the Disaster Relief Payment System, organized by the Japanese
Sports Promotion Centre's Independent Administrative Agency. This covers the cost of any necessary hospital
treatment if students are injured or fall ill on the way to or from school, in lessons or break times. This costs 460
yen per year.

= You can also use your local government’s medical treatment assistance system. Payment coverage will vary
according to where you live, but in any case you must be registered with the National Health Insurance Scheme.
